The dub recovery equipmentis not designed to be used for all recovery situations, which result during the trip.
The dub snatch straps are intended for use as directed by the Tiip Leaderin situations where itis not
reasonable to expectindividual vehicle recovery gear to be used.(forinstance where time or situation requires
the one orgroup of connected strapsto be used for multiple vehices in the group.) no privately owned recovery
equipment will be replaced or repaired by the club, when damaged as a result of using during a Club Trip, where
there was a requirement for and opportunity to take club equipment to the trip.

Club BBQ

Offidial Club Use: The dub BBQ is available forany club tips. The person organising the tfip isto give at least
one weeks notice to borrow the BBQ and arrange its pick up from the Property officer's location prior to the
conduct of the trip. There are two small gas boties which go with the BBQ to eliminate the problem of running
outofgas. The oil diip can, napkins and sauce (tomato/BBQ), contained in an orange tub accompany the BBQ
on dub tips. The purchase of Sausages, bread and onions are the responsibility of the trip leader.
Reimbursement will be provided by the Club Treasurer upon production of an official receipt. Collection from tiip
attendees would usually occurin one of two ways — Per vehide amountincluded with the tiip fess or $1 per
sausage asitisserved. ltisresponsibility of the tip leaders to ensure that enough money is collected to cover
the cost of the pelishable goods used during the outing. The Club BBQ and associated accessories are to be
retuned to the Property officer no latter than on week after the trip in a CLEAN condition.

Private Use: The dub BBQ is available for private use by dub members at any time, unless booked our for an
official dub event. The member requesting the use of the club BBQ isto give at least one weeks notice to the
property officer and arrange its pick up from the Property Officers location priorto the day. There are two small
gas bottles which are available for use with the BBQ to eliminate the problem of running out of gas, although if
the dub gas bottles are used for a private function they are to be refilled, at the expense of the borrowing
member, prior to being returned to the Property Officer. The dub BBQ and associated accessories are to be
returned to Property Officer no later than one week afterthe trip in a serviceable and dean condition. Damages
to dub equipment used for private pumposes would normally be the responsihility of the member who requested
the equipment — each situation will be taken on its merits and be at the sole discretion of the dub management
committee.

7.1. CARE/F.P.R.R. Peter Fowler

1 Discussions have been conducted between Peter and CQU to coordinate a meeting for him and Jeff to attend to discuss the use of
4WDs on Beaches. At this stageitis likelyto be held in Harvey Bay on Sunday 7" Apr.

2 Anissue had beenraised bythe Bayside Club as ina recent GAP permit it had asked for their trip to be splitinto smaller groups of 5
wvehicles. Peter raised the issue with QPWS and had discussions with the Mt Mee Ranger who had requested the restriction. His rationale
centred ontwo clubs (Redland Bay and Bayside) requesting trips in the same Forest onthe one day whichincreased the risk of inadvertent
accidents by the groups meeting inthe bush. After explaining the history of the old rostering systemin stopping this from happening Peter
outlined howthe restriction would be increasing the riskrather than reducing it. Agreement was made for the permits to be re-issued with the
standard conditions and that the clubs be asked to communicate and negotiate either achangeindates or the allocati on of s pecific areas/
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routes to ensure that they would not meet each other during the trips. The whole experience raised a number of issues and ended with a
clearer understanding by the Ranger of the value in discussing issues with the clubs and FWDQLD rather than making isolated decisions.

3 Seweral email have beenreceivedinresponse tothe release of a government report leading from the Cool oola Beach Wor king Group.
Peter had sent out a synopsis of the report and comments that needed to be highlighted. Unfortunately the deadline for submission onthe
report are dueThursday3rd April. Peter stressed that clubs must encourage all club members to write, ring or fax off submissions to this report
as this is a popular destination for Brisbane based clubs and we are likelyto be significantly restricted inthe use of the areain the future. Some
specifics for members to raise are that the report acknow edged that there were no accurate statistics available for \isitors to the area, yet over
the nearly 12 months of the group - they did not seek to gather better statistics instead making unilater al decisions (and very detailed ones)
about overuse and recommend reductions in numbers. The Working Groups had no representation of recr eational groups even though
throughout the report they determine that these groups are the significant users/ interested parties. We do not have confidence in the conduct
of public consultation by this state government and the cons ultation bythe user groups should have been done within the wor king groups itself
not after the policies had been decided upon. We cannot afford to stand by and let this go anyfurther —ensure your members are aware that
they are about to lose reasonable access to this area without any justified basis.
