The dub snatch straps are intended for use as directed by the Tiip Leaderin situations where itis not
reasonable to expectindividual vehicle recovery gear to be used.(forinstance where time or situation requires
the one orgroup of connected strapsto be used for multiple vehices in the group.) no privately owned recovery
equipment will be replaced or repaired by the club, when damaged as a result of using during a Club Trip, where
there was a requirement for and opportunity to take club equipment to the trip.

Club BBQ

Offidial Club Use: The dub BBQ is available forany club tips. The person organising the tfip isto give at least
one weeks notice to borrow the BBQ and arrange its pick up from the Property officer's location prior to the
conduct of the trip. There are two small gas boties which go with the BBQ to eliminate the problem of running
outofgas. The oil diip can, napkins and sauce (tomato/BBQ), contained in an orange tub accompany the BBQ
on dub tips. The purchase of Sausages, bread and onions are the responsibility of the trip leader.
Reimbursement will be provided by the Club Treasurer upon production of an official receipt. Collection from tiip
attendees would usually occurin one of two ways — Per vehide amountincluded with the tiip fess or $1 per
sausage asitisserved. ltisresponsibility of the tip leaders to ensure that enough money is collected to cover
the cost of the pelishable goods used during the outing. The Club BBQ and associated accessories are to be
retuned to the Property officer no latter than on week after the trip in a CLEAN condition.

Private Use: The dub BBQ is available for private use by dub members at any time, unless booked our for an
official dub event. The member requesting the use of the club BBQ isto give at least one weeks notice to the
property officer and arrange its pick up from the Property Officers location priorto the day. There are two small
gas bottles which are available for use with the BBQ to eliminate the problem of running out of gas, although if
the dub gas bottles are used for a private function they are to be refilled, at the expense of the borrowing
member, prior to being returned to the Property Officer. The dub BBQ and associated accessories are to be
returned to Property Officer no later than one week afterthe trip in a serviceable and dean condition. Damages
to dub equipment used for private pumposes would normally be the responsihility of the member who requested
the equipment — each situation will be taken on its merits and be at the sole discretion of the dub management
committee.

Other Club Equipment

full list of Club equipmentis displayed in every second Club Magazine. The person organising the trip isto give
atleast one weeks notice to borrow equipment and arrange its pick up form the Property Officers location prior
to the conduct of the trip.

The member requesting the use of the equipmentisto give at least one weeks
notice to borrow the equipment and arrange its pick up from the Property Officers location prior to the dayitis
required. The Club equipment and associated accessories are to be returned to the Property Officer no latter
than one week afterthe eventin a neatand dean condition. Any consumables used in the course of the piivate
event will be responsibility of members who borrowed the equipment. Any breakages or damage to club
equipment or accessoriesisto be reported to the Property Officer at the time they are dropped off — so that
repairs can be effected in atimely manner.

Although the meeting was only to discuss general issues associated with the reduction in direct consultation between
EPA and FWD QI d, the Minister’s staff had obviouslythough we were going to hammer him about the Moreton and Cool oola issues. The
fact we didn't | believe took him a hit off step. The main points coming fromthis meeting were:

0  We established with the Minister that FWD QId is not the rouge organisation that some in EPA would hawve him believe and we
have the experience and resources to assist his Departments.

0  We now hawe acontact within EPA and contacts Directlyto the Minister’s Staff.

0 The Minister was genuinelyshocked bysome of the situations which discourage people fromjoining clubs and directed the EPA
rep to do something about them. (GAPs and Fees).

o Directlyafter the meeting the EPA representati ve asked if FWD QId would be interested in its members having access to asingle
yearly RAM access fee which would cover all RAM areas.
